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Council to Consider MVRS Rate Increase and Change to Backyard Trash Service

At their meeting on May 12, the City Council will consider a request from Mill
Valley Refuse Service (MVRS) to increase collection rates in FY14/15 by 2.64%.
They will also be discussing a proposal from MVRS to change the way they
provide onpremise service and to establish fees for this option.

The Cityds Franchise Agreement with
Their request for an adjustment of 2.64% is supported by financial projections,
profit and loss statements and meets the requirements of the Agreement. If the

§ QTYCOUNCIL Two years ago Mill Valley Refuse Service (MVRS) learned that theaasjts
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drivers use to perform backyard trash service were no longer going to be mass
manufactured. Without these caogns, MVRS must change the way it collects
trash cans in off street locations and seeks to establish separate Curbside, On
Premise, and GRremise Plus rates depending on where residents and businesse
choose to locate their trash. The proposal includes an ExemptioR tendse

rates for those who qualify due to physical disability.

MVRS analyzed the time it took to collect trash from cans left at curbside vs. in
backyards and determined that on an average work day, it takes nearly as long
to pick up cans for the 31% in edfreet locations as it does for the 69% left at

the curb. They concluded that current rates reflect conditions of the majority of
households where cans are left curbside and that an additional charge should be

visible from the street, six to 25 feet from t
curb, and accessible to a wheeled cart (no st
allowed unless in an M\Hd8&signated location).

§ On-Premise Plus Serviceould be defined as cans beyond 25 feet, not visible from the street, up or
down any number of stairs, or not in a location accessible to a wheeled cart.

Rates approved for Curbside Service (current rate plus proposed increase of 2.64%) would be charged to &
customers. GRAremise Service would be charged an additional $5/can per month arBré&nise Plus
Service would be charged an additional $15/can per month. Customers with documented physical disabiliti
could receive OiPremise Service at no additional fee. There is no exemption proposed-Rrefise Plus
Service. If OfPremise Service fees are approved, they would go into effect October 1.

The City Council will review this rate proposal at their meeting on May 12, but is not expected to make
decision until their meeting on June 9. The General Manager of MVRS will be at the Council meeting in May
discuss the changes and answer quesii¢ims public is encouraged to attend.

Many minor projects may in fact be exempt from design review, but they still requi
a one page application (no fee) that describes the project and is used to document the activity at the
addr ess. Having that information is extremely he
